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Abstract


Your abstract, in 12-point Times New Roman, indented and justified, having a maximum length of 200 words (ideally 150), goes here.  The abstract briefly summarizes your main findings, using terms that are understandable to a general scientific audience.  Briefly summarize the context and the significance of the findings, describing how your results  contribute to the criminal investigative field and potential or actual applications. Remember that the journal’s audience is multidisciplinary.  Acronyms are discouraged in the abstract and special characters are not permitted.
Keywords:   In 12-point Times New Roman font, Please submit up to seven key words for your article separated by a semi-colon.  These are used to enhance the ability of others to find your article.
General Formatting Instructions

Use only the Times New Roman Font.  The left and right margins should be 1.25.  The title should be 14 point bold, capitalized and centered.  Each authors name should be bold, 12 point, centered and appear on a separate line.  Under each author’s name list the author’s affiliation and address in ordinary 12 point.


Manuscripts must be prepared and submitted online in one of the following editable formats: MS Word or RTF (Rich Text Format).  The purpose of requiring one of these formats is to facilitate the editing process and minimize the time between submission and publication.  For purposes of the review process, the editorial staff will convert drafts to PDF (Portable Document Format) files.  In cases where the editors recommend a revised version to be submitted, the revised document, once again, needs to be submitted in one of the two editable text systems listed.


As you may have noticed, the present document has been set up in such a way as to serve as a template for the format of your own research article that you are submitting for publication to the Investigative Sciences Journal (ISJ).  It is recommended to start with a fresh copy of this template document, save a copy of a new version of it, and then gradually replace the contents with your own contents.  The editors request that the file name begin with the primary author’s last name (family name) or at least the first six letters of that name.  You don’t need to worry about the material in the Header as the editorial staff will take care of those items after an article has been reviewed, any issues raised by the reviewers have been satisfactorily addressed, and the article has been approved for publication.  Authors are responsible for formatting all of the pages, including accurate formatting of the title, author list, the abstract (including indentation), key words, main headings (as provided), optional subheadings, text, figures, graphs, and citations.  All of these must match the format of the examples shown in this template article.


It is recommended that the overall length of a research article, submitted for publication to ISJ have a length between 4 and 30 pages, still with the understanding that a majority of articles as long as 30 pages probably can be improved in quality by judicious culling and rewriting.  The editors reserve the right to accept even longer articles in cases of exceptional quality, novelty, and importance of the work.  In the case of very brief works, authors should consider the option of non-peer-reviewed Brief Notes, which also will be considered for publication, and which will appear after the research articles in an issue of the ISJ.
Second and Third Level Headings in 12-Point Bold

Use subheadings sparingly to set off different subject matter, especially in parts of your article that extend beyond one page in length.  Notice that these headings are in “Title Case,” with major words capitalized.  Other possible headings could be Results and Discussion, then Conclusions, Acknowledgements and References Cited.
Formalities, Footnotes, Tables, Figures, Charts, Photographs, etc.

Use standard APA citation format.  Citations within the text should include the author’s last name and year.  If the author’s name is included in a sentence, place only the year in parenthesis, as in Adcock and Stein (2008), but otherwise place the entire reference in parentheses with the authors and year separated by a comma (Adcock & Stein, 2008).  Use the et al. construction only after listing all the authors to a publication in an earlier reference.  
Footnotes

Footnotes should be used sparingly and only to clarify or elaborate a point.  If used please indicate footnotes with a number
 in the text.  Place the footnote in 10 point at the bottom of the page on which they appear.   The footnote should be preceded by a horizontal line.

Tables

Number tables consecutively; place the table number and title (in 12 point) above the table with one line space above the caption and one line space below it, as in Table 1.

Figures

All artwork must be very dark for purposes of reproduction and should not be hand drawn.  Number figures sequentially, placing the figure number and caption in 12 point after the figure, as in Figure 1 below.  Do not split tables and figures from one page to the next.  But all of them have to be placed in the manuscript where you want them to appear.

Photographs

Please insert all photographs in their respective places in your manuscript.  We suggest using the “JPEG” or “GIF” formats.  Where there are photographs of people we request that you block out their eyes so as to make the identification more difficult.  Use only those photographs that have a specific point of reference to your article.
Statistics

All statistical information should be reported in accordance with the guidelines set forth by the APA, (see APA Publication Manual 5th edition).

References

Follow the APA Publication Manual for citation format, both within the text and in the reference list, with the following exceptions: (a) do not cite the page numbers of any book, including chapters in edited volumes; (b) use the same format for unpublished references as for published ones. Alphabetize references by the last names of the authors, with single-author entries preceding multiple-author entries. Order references by the same authors by the year of publication, with the earliest reference first.  Use a first-level section heading for the reference list. Use a hanging indent style, with the first line of the reference flush against the left margin and subsequent lines indented.
